Wednesday, January 1

Thursday, January 2

NATIONAL (Francophone ministry) — Pray for strength and
wisdom for church planters Aaron and Melissa Murray who
are planting a church in Chicoutimi, QC, as their three-
year-old daughter, Lucy, has just been diagnosed with
leukemia.

Friday, January 3

INTERNATIONAL (FAIR) — Pray for the Lord to raise up
new sponsors for the five Fellowship Child Sponsorship
ministries. To ensure these ministries can continue to
serve children in Honduras, Dominican Republic, Lebanon,
and Sri Lanka, over 200 more sponsorships are needed.
